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A Word About (Groan) TAXES!

Temporary Change in the So Cal Emmaus Tax Exempt Status

The Southern California Emmaus Community was incorporated in

re-

1984 as a 501(c)(3) non-profit religious organization. We were not
quired to file tax returns at that time, and, therefore, we have had li

tle,

if any, communication with the IRS since our original filing. In 2006,
Congress passed the Pension Protection Act, which, among numefous

other things, required many non-profit organizations to file annual
turns. According to the IRS, in 2011 over 275,000 organizations al
matically lost their tax exempt status. Attempts were made to cont
organizations impacted by the new law. However, in our case, the
dress on file with the IRS no longer belonged to anyone in our com
nity.

Provisions have been made by the IRS for organizations to retroag
reestablish tax exempt status, and we are currently pursuing this o
tunity. However, until this issue has been resolved, contributions
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should not be claimed as tax deductible. Meanwhile, we are updafing

our contact information with the IRS. As always, we still need your
contributions, all of which are used for costs associated with condu
ing Walk to Emmaus weekends. If you have any questions about t
situation, feel free to contact me. For other questions regarding ta’
empt issues, we suggest that you consult your tax professional. Y
prayers for a quick resolution of this situation are appreciated.

GO It is important that a team member devote his or her entire be-
ing to the Walk while on the weekend. The pilgrims and the

Lord demand 100% of each team member’s attention. Staying
for the entire weekend is the only accepted norm in this commu-
nity. If a team member is going to have something “off cam-
pus,” demanding his or her attention during a Walk, no matter
how noble the purpose, and the team member cannot commit to
devoting the entire 72 hours to the Walk, then perhaps it should
be gently suggested that the person work a later Walk.

When our focus is going to be taken off the pilgrims due to fam-
ily, health issues, or other problems, this may not be the time
that God is calling us to work a weekend. It is not about US. It
is all about the PILGRIMS and putting their needs ahead of ours
during the entire 72 hours. This time is set aside for our Lord,
and we honor Him by setting aside everything else except HIM.
